DISABILITY DEFINITION
Persons with disabilities means a household composed of one or more persons, at least one of whom is an adult, who has a disability.

1.
A person is considered to have a disability if the person has a physical, mental, or emotional impairment that:

i.
Is expected to be of long-continued and indefinite duration:

ii.
Substantially impedes his or her ability to live independently; and

iii.
Is of such a nature that such ability could be improved by more suitable housing conditions.

2.
A person will also be considered to have a disability if he or she has a developmental disability, which is a severe, chronic disability that:

i.
Is attributable to a mental or physical impairment or combination of mental and physical impairments;

ii.
Is manifested before the person attains age 22;

iii.
Is likely to continue indefinitely;

iv.
Results in substantial functional limitations in three or more of the following areas of major life activity; self-care, receptive and expressive language, learning, mobility, self-direction, capacity for independent living, and economic self-sufficiency; and

v.
Reflects the person’s need for a combination and sequence of special, interdisciplinary, or generic care, treatment, or other services that are of lifelong or extended duration and are individually planned and coordinated.  Notwithstanding the preceding provisions of this definition, the term “persons with disabilities” includes two or more persons with disabilities living together, one or more such persons living with another person who is determined to be important to their care or well-being, and the surviving member of members of any household described in the first sentence of this definition who were living, in a unit assisted with HOME funds, with the deceased member of the household at the time or his or her death.

Ethnic Category Definitions

Ethnic Categories are defined as follows:

A.
Hispanic/Latino.


Includes individuals of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Salvadoran, Cuban, Dominican, Guatemalan, and other Central or South American or Spanish culture or origin.
B.
Non-Hispanic/Non-Latino.


A person not of Cuban, Mexican, Puerto Rican, South or Central American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race.

Racial Category Definitions

Racial Categories are defined as follows:

A.
American Indian or Alaska Native.


Individuals with origins in any of the original peoples of North, Central, and South America, including, for example, Navajo Nation, Blackfeet Tribe of the Blackfeet Indian Reservation of Montana, Native Village of Barrow Inupiat Traditional Government, Nome Eskimo Community, Aztec, and Maya.
B.
Asian.


Individuals with origins in any of the original peoples of Central or East Asia, Southeast Asia, or South Asia, including, for example, Chinese, Asian Indian, Filipino, Vietnamese, Korean, and Japanese.
C.
Black or African American.

Individuals with origins in any of the Black racial groups of Africa, including, for example, African American, Jamaican, Haitian, Nigerian, Ethiopian, and Somali.

D.
Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander.


Individuals with origins in any of the original peoples of Hawaii, Guam, Samoa, or other Pacific Islands, including, for example, Native Hawaiian, Samoan, Chamorro, Tongan, Fijian, and Marshallese.
E.
White.


Individuals with origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, including, for example, English, German, Irish, Italian, Polish, and Scottish.
F.
Middle Eastern or North African.

Individuals with origins in any of the original peoples of the Middle East or North Africa, including, for example, Lebanese, Iranian, Egyptian, Syrian, Iraqi, and Israeli.
